This Bylaw shall be known and may be cited as the "Land Use Bylaw" of the
Town of Antigonish.

Updated to Amendment # 9440




PART 2  DEFINITIONS

For the purpose of this Bylaw, all words shall carry tkagtomary meaning except for those
defined hereatter.

ACCESSORY BUILDING means a subordinate building or structure on the same lot as the main
building and separated from it, devoted exclusively to an accessory use or a permitted home
occupation use;

ACCESS CORRIDOR means a portion of land providing access from a street to a flag or landlocked
lot.

ACCESSORY USE means a use customarily subordinate and incidental to and exclusively devoted
to a main use of land or building and located on the same lot;

ACT means the Planning Act., R.S.N.S. 1989, Chapter 346 and amendments thereto;

AGRICULTURAL USE means a use of land and buildings for farming, dairying, pasturage,
agriculture, apiculture, floriculture, horticulture, and animal and poultry husbandripametessary
accessory uses for packing, storing or treating the produce;

ALTER means any change in a structural component of a building, or any increase in the volume of
a building or structure;

AMENITY SPACE means on site outdoor space designed foreaot passive recreational use;

AMUSEMENT ARCADE means a commercial facility which contains more than three amusement
machines and without limiting the generality of the foregoing, includes pin ball machines and
electronic and/or mechanical game machmgsrated by depositing coins or tokens;

AMUSEMENT MACHINE means any mechanical device which is operated by the introduction of a
coin, or token, or is designed to be so operated, which does not dispense goods, or services, but is
used as a source of gkitsting, amusement or entertainment, including, but not limited to, a
television game, a driving game a pinball machine, a shuffleboard, a pool table, and other similar
coinroperated devices;

ANIMAL HOSPITAL means a facility primarily intended to be dsfer the temporary medical care
of animals or birds for monetary gain;

APARTMENT HOTEL means a building used as a hotel and as an apartment building where not
more than 50 percent of the living accommodation therein, according to total building flaparare
dwelling units;
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ASSISTED LIVING COMPLEX means a residential facility, intended, primarily, to house able and
semitable seniors in individual suites, and which shall feature a common dining room and kitchen
services and which may also feature wkofving or similar services: common entertainment and
gathering room, common AV room, onsite nursing, shuttle services, onsite administrator, communal
gardens, onsite medical room. Assisted living complexes shall feature an elevator for any levels not
aacessible from grade.

AUTOMOBILE SERVICE STATION means a building or a clearly defined space on a lot used for
the sale of lubricating oils and gasolines and may include the sale of automobile accessories,
servicing and minor repairing of motor vehicles,automobile car wash or convenience store, in
any combination, but does not include an automobile body shop;

BED AND BREAKFAST ESTABLISHMENT means a single unit dwelling in which the proprietor
supplies, for compensation, not more than 2 bedrooms faemtgorary accommodation of
travellers;

BOARDING HOUSE means a single unit dwelling in which the proprietor supplies either room or
room and board for compensation for more than 2 bedrooms which is not open to the general public;

BUFFER means the use feinces and or landscaping to physically separate or screen one use or
property from another so as to visually shield or block noise, lights or other nuisances.

BUILDING means any structure whether temporary or permanent, used or built for the shelter,
accommodation or enclosure of persons, animals, material or equipment;

BUILDING LINE means any line regulating the position of a building or structure on a lot;

BULK STORAGE FACILITY means a place for the outdoor storage or tank storage of large
guantities of raw materials or industrial related goods such as liquids (fuel, oil), gases, minerals,
pipes, gravel, fertilizers and grain;

BUSINESS OR PROFESSIONAL OFFICE means a room where business may be transacted, a
service performed or consultation given does not include the manufacturing of any product or the
on-site retaining or selling of goods;

CAMPGROUND means an area of land for the temporary accommodation of travel trailers,
motorized homes, tents and trailers used for travel, recreational aatibwgaurposes but does not
include a mobile home park;

CHURCH means a building dedicated to religious worship and instruction;
CLINIC means a building used for medical, dental, surgical or therapeutical treatment of human

patients that does not includeernight facilities and does not include a professional office of a
doctor located in his or her residence;
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COMMERCIAL SCHOOL means a school conducted for compensation and includes a secretarial
school, language school, and driving school but does olidie a day nursery or university;

COMMUNITY CENTRE means any building or part thereof used for community activities whether
used for commercial purposes or not, the control of which is vested in the municipality, a local board
or agent thereof, or a nguofit organization;

CONVENIENCE STORE means a building which is used as a store that serves the primary needs of
the adjacent neighbourhood and includes the sale of magazine, confectionary items, grocery items
and a delicatessen or snack bar.

COUNCIL slall mean the Council of the Town of Antigonish;

CUSTOM WORKSHOP means a building or part of a building used by a trade, craft or guild for the
manufacture in small quantities of maiemeasure clothes or articles and shall include

upholstering, repairefinishing of antiques and other art objects, but shall not include metal work,
spinning, woodworking, or furniture manufacturing;

DAY NURSERY means a provincially certified facility where children are cared for on a temporary
daily basis for compensatiavithout overnight accommodation but does not include a school;

DEVELOPMENT includes any erection, construction, alteration, replacement or relocation of or
addition to any structure and any change or alteration in the use made of land or structures;

DEVELOPMENT OFFICER means the development officer appointed by the Town in accordance
with the Act and charged with the duty of administering the provisions of thie®y

DRY CLEANING OR LAUNDRY ESTABLISHMENT means a building where dry cleaning, dry
dyeing, cleaning or pressing of articles or goods of fabric is carried on and in which only flammable
solvents are or can be used which emit no odours or fumes and in which no noise or vibration cause
a nuisance or inconvenience outside of the premises;

DRY STORAGE means storage space made available to the public for the storage of common
household, office or small scale retail goods on a temporary basis.

DWELLING means a building, occupied or capable of being occupied as a home, residence, or
sleeping pdce by one or more persons, containing one or more dwelling units, and shall not include
a hotel, a motel, apartment hotel, a travel trailer or a motor home;

DWELLING, CONVERTED means a building converted to contain a greater number of dwelling
units tharthe building contained prior to that conversion;

DWELLING, DUPLEX means a building that is divided horizontally into two dwelling units each of
which has an independent entrance either directly from outside or through a common vestibule;
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DWELLING, GROURED means two or more dwelling units which are contained within two or
more buildings located on a lot;

DWELLING, SEMI-DETACHED means a building which is divided vertically into two dwelling
units each of which has an independent entrance;

DWELLING UNIT means one or more habitable rooms designed or intended for use by one or more
individuals as an independent and separate housekeeping establishment containing separate kitchen
facilities and sanitary facilities provided for the exclusive use of such ingil/@r individuals, with

a private entrance from outside the building or from a common hallway or stairway inside the
building;

ERECT means to build, construct, reconstruct, alter or relocate and without limiting the generality of
the foregoing shall inade any preliminary physical operation such as excavating, grading, piling,
cribbing, filling or draining, or structurally altering any existing building or structure by an addition,
deletion, enlargement or extension;

ESTABLISHED GRADE means

(i) whenused in reference to a Established Grade of a Building
building, the average elevation of’
the finished surface of the ground
where it meets the exterior of the
front of such building exclusive of
any artificial embankment or
entrenchment, or

(i) when used in reference to a
structure wkch is not a building,
the average elevation of the
finished grade of the ground
immediately surrounding such
structures exclusive of any
artificial embankment or
entrenchment;

EXISTING means legally existing as of
the effective date of this Blaw;

FAMILY means:

(a) an individual residing in one dwelling unit; or



(b) a group of persons related by marriage, or habitation, blood or adoption residing together and
INCLUDES Domestic servants, ngraying guests and foster children and Not more than
two (2) roomers or boarders living in the dwelling unit;

FILL means material deposited on a lot to alter the land level of the lot;

FLOOR AREA, DWELLING means the total floor area contained within the outside walls of a
building excluding any private garagmrch, verandah, sunroom, unfinished attic, or basement and
cellar or other room which is not furnished or temperature controlled during all the seasons of the
year;

FLOOR AREA, COMMERCIAL means the total floor area within a buildirsgd or capable of
being used for commercial purposes but excludes washrooms, furnace and utility rooms, and
common halls between stores;

FLOW WAY means the stream channel and that portion of the adjacent floodplain that must remain
open to permit passage of the base flobdr purposes of this document, the flow way shall be
delineated, using HE®RAS or equivalent modeling, as the channel resulting from constriction of the
floodplain such that a 1' (one foot) rise over the 1:100 year flood elevation is realized;

FOOD STOREmMeans a building used principally for the retail sale of food, including baked goods,
meat, produce and nggerishables;

GROUP HOME means a single housekeeping unit in a residential dwelling in which a maximum of
eight residents, not including staff ceiving family, live together under supervision, in accordance
with Provincial requirements.

GUEST HOUSE means a dwelling where the proprietor supplies room or room and board for
monetary gain on a temporary basis where not more than six (6) roonesus@dsand which is

open to the travelling public;

HARD SURFACE means any surface on a lot that is impervious to water and shall include
buildings, asphalt, monolithic concrete surfaces and any area intended for parking.

HEIGHT means the vertical distamon a building between the established grade and

(@)  the highest point of the roof surface or the parapet, whichever is the greater, of a flat roof;
(b)  the deckline of a mansard roof; or

(©) the mean level between eaves and ridge of a gabled, hiprekor other type of pitched

roof; but shall not include any construction used as ornament or for the mechanical operation
of the building, a mechanical penthouse, chimney, tower, cupola or steeple;
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HOME OCCUPATION means an accessory use of a dwellmaccessory building for gainful
employment involving the provision or sale of goods and/or services and includes a business or
professional office, a domestic and household art, a catering establishment, a beauty salon or
barbershop, and a photographiadso;

INSTITUTIONAL USE means an organization which is incorporated unde$oloesties Act,
R.S.N.S. 1989, Chapter 43%r any other nosprofit organization incorporated by or pursuant to
Statute;

KENNEL means a building or premise where domestic Hoaldeanimals and birds are boarded for
breeding or otherwise without the primary aim of providing medical care;

LANDSCAPING means any combination of trees, shrubs, flowers, grass or other horticultural
elements, decorative stonework, paving, screenirggh@r architectural elements, all of which is
designed to enhance the visual amenity of a property or to provide a screen between properties in
order to mitigate objectionable interaction between them;

LICENSED LIQUOR ESTABLISHMENT means an establishmig#nsed by the Nova Scotia
Liquor Licensing Board under thequor Control Act, R.S.N.S., 1989, Chapter 260

LOT means a parcel of land described in a deed or shown on a registered plan of subdivision or a
plan specifically approved by Council (See Fagr);

LOT AREA means the total o o -
horizontal area within the lot . :

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LOT FRONTAGE means the horizontal distance betwberside lot lines of a lot measured at right
angles, but where such lot lines are not parallel, the lot frontage shall be the minimum distance
between the side lot lines measured in a distance equal to the minimum applicable front yard back
from and parad¢l to a line joining the intersections of the side lot lines with the front lot line;

LOT, LANDLOCKED means a buildable lot which has no street frontage and which may only be
accessed via an easement over other properties.

LOT LINE means a boundary liref a lot (See Figure 8);

LOT LINE, FLANKING means a side lot line which abuts the street on a corner lot;

LOT LINE, FRONT means

(i) the lot line dividing the lot from the street;

(i) in the case of a corner lot the shorter lot line abutting thetstnee

(i) inthe case of a through lot, the lot line abutting the street providing the primary access;
LOT LINE, REAR means the lot line furthest from or opposite to the front lot line;

LOT LINE, SIDE means a lot line other than a front or reariha; |

LOT, THROUGH means a lot, which is not a corner lot, with frontage on more than one street;
LOUNGE means a liquor establishment licensed by the Nova Scotia Liquor Licensing Board under
theLiquor Control Act, R.S.N.S., 1989, Chapter 26Mut it does not include an establishment
licensed as an eating establishment;

MAIN BUILDING means the building designed or used for the principal use of the lot;

MAIN WALL means the exterior front, side or rear wall of a building and all structuralb®esn
essential to the support of a full or partially enclosed space or roof;

MEDICAL PRACTITIONER means a doctor, dentist, chiropractor, osteopath, optometrist, oculist,
but does not include a veterinarian;

MOBILE HOME means a dwelling unit designed foainsportation after fabrication, whether on its

own wheels or on a flatbed or other tailer, and which arrives at the site where it is to be occupied as a
dwelling complete and ready for occupancy (except for minor and incidental unpacking and
assembling perations), and having an installed width of 18 feet or less and located on the site on
wheels, jacks or similar supports, or on a permanent foundation. For the purpose ofidiws By

removal of the wheels or the permanent or seenmanent attachmeaf a foundation to a mobile
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home shall not change the classification;

MOBILE HOME PARK means a lot on which spaces are provided for more than one mobile home
dwelling but does not include a campground;

MOTEL/HOTEL means a building or buildings usedatmzommodate the travelling public for
compensation, by supplying them with sleeping accommodation and accessory services such as
restaurants, cooking facilities and licensed liquor establishments;

NURSING HOME means a building where nursing care and raarboard are provided to
individuals incapacitated in some manner for medical reasons and licensed utéiemésfor
Special Care Act, R.S.N.S., 1989, Chapter 2@®it does not include group homes;

OBNOXIOUS USE means a use which, from its nature eratn creates a nuisance or is

offensive by the creation of noise or vibration, or by reason of the emission of gas, fumes, dust, oil
or objectionable odour, or by reason of the unsightly storage of goods, wares, merchandise, salvage
refuse matter, wast other materials to the detriment of adjacent uses and for which no mitigation
effort is provided;

OFFICE means a room or rooms where business may be transacted, a service performed or
consultation given but shall not include the manufacturing of amgyet or the retail selling of
goods;

OFFSITE FILL means fill that is imported from outside an area subject to the risk of flooding;

OPEN SPACE means an area of land used for parks, playgrounds, ball fields, outdoor skating rinks,
tennis courts, athlet fields, picnic areas and similar uses but excluding enclosed structures;

OUTDOOR DISPLAY means an area of land where goods are displayed and which are available for
sale to the general public from a retail outlet located on the same lot;

OUTDOORSTORAGE means the storage of merchandise, goods, inventory, materials or equipment
or other items which are not intended for immediate sale, by locating them in a yard;

PARKING LOT means an open area of land other than (C3) ZONE a street or an area within
structure for the parking of vehicles;

PARKING SPACE means an area measuring 20 feet by 8 feet or 22 feet by 8 feet where the parking
is parallel to the aisle exclusive of driveways or aisles for the temporary parking or storage of motor
vehicles, andvhich has adequate access to permit ingress and egress of a motor vehicle to and from
a street or highway by means of driveways, aisles or manoeuvring areas;

PERSON includes an individual, association, firm, partnership, corporation, incorporated company,
organization, trustee, or agent, and the heirs, executors, or other legal representatives of a person to
whom the context can apply according to law;
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PERSONAL SERVICE SHOP means a building in which persons are employed in furnishing
services and otherwgsadministering to the individual and personal needs of persons, and includes
barber shops, hairdressing shops, shoe repair shops, depots for collecting dry cleaning and laundry
and similar uses, but excludes any manufacturing or fabrication of goodsepr s

PREMISES means an area of land with or without buildings or structures;

PRIVATE CLUB means a building used a meeting place for members of an organization and may
include a fraternity, a labour union hall, a lodge, a service club and a sorority house

PRIVATE ROAD means any access road to lots which is not publicly owned.

PRIVATE STORAGE BUILDING means an enclosed or partially enclosed structure for the storage
of material goods in which no business, occupation or service is conducted for profit;

PUBLIC AUTHORITY means any Board, Commission or Committee of the Town of Antigonish
established or exercising any power or authority under any general or specific statute of Nova Scotia
with respect to any of the affairs or purposes of the Town or a pdah@&eof and includes any

committee or local authority established by-Bw of the municipality;

PUBLIC GARAGE means a building or place other than a private garage where motor vehicles are
kept or stored for renumeration or repair, or a building areplesed exclusively as a motor vehicle
repair shop. this definition shall not include any automatic car washing establishment, a motor
vehicle sales lot or an automobile service station;

RECREATIONAL USE means the use of land for parks, playgroundsisteaarts, lawn bowling
greens, athletic fields, golf courses, picnic areas, swimming pools, day camps, and similar uses but
does not include a track for the racing of animals or any form of motorized vehicles;

RECYCLING DEPOT means premises on which regable materials such as newspaper,
glassware, and metal cans are separated prior to shipment but does not include any processing of the
material or a salvage yard,;

RESIDENTIAL CARE FACILITY means a building or premises licensed as a residential care
fadlity under theHomes for Special Care Act, R.S.N.S., 1989, Chapter 208here

accommodation and supervisory and/or personal care is provided or made available for more than
three persons and includes a group home;

RETAIL STORE means a building in whiggoods and merchandise, articles or things are offered
for sale to potential consumers at retail value;

ROOMING HOUSE means a single unit dwelling which is used by more than one person with
separate living and sleeping accommodation and common usdsodihdiwashroom facilities and
possibly kitchen facilities and for which the proprietor receives monetary gain from each person;
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SALVAGE YARD means an area of land used for the storage , handling or processing of and sale of
scrap material, and withoutiiting the generality of the foregoing, may include waste paper, rags,
bones, used bicycles, vehicles, tires, metals or other scrap material or salvage, but shall not include a
hazardous waste material storage or disposal site or recycling depot.

SEMI-DETACHED DWELLING means a building that is divided vertically into two dwelling units
each of which has an independent entrance;

SENIOR CITIZEN HOUSING means multiple unit housing designed for occupation by senior
citizens, and constructed and maintained Ipublic housing authority or ngprofit organization;

SERVICE INDUSTRIES includes the processing of milk and dairy products, a bakery, a public
garage including engine repair and body shop, a printing establishment, a laundry or cleaning
establishment, paint shop, plumbing shop, sheet metal shop and similar uses.

SERVICE SHOP means a building used for the repair of household articles and may include radio,
television and appliance repair shops but does not include industrial, manufacturing or nioter veh
repair shops;

SERVICE STATION CANOPY means a permanent roofed structure open on all sides, except where
attached to a service station building, and used to provide shelter for service station fuel pumps;

SETBACK means the distance between the stimebr nearest lot line and the nearest main wall of
any building and extending the full width or length of the lot;

SHOPPING CENTRE means a commercial development consisting of more than one business
establishment which is designed, developed opemtedntrolled by a single owner or tenant, or a
group of owners or tenants containing retail uses, financial institutions, restaurants, food and grocery
stores, or office uses and characterized by the sharing of common parking areas and driveways and
distinguished from a business area exhibiting separate ownership and control,

SIGN means a structure or natural object including the ground itself, which is used to advertise, or
attract attention to any object, product, place, activity, person, institutiganiaation, firm, groups,
profession, or which displays or includes any letter, work, number, banner, flag or pennant, device or
representation used as an announcement, direction, or advertisement, and which is intended to be
seen from off of the premises from a parking lot (see Figure 9 and 10);

SIGN, AREA means the area of the smallest triangle, rectangle, circle ociselamihich can

wholly enclose the face of the sign; and both faces of a ddatdel sign are counted separately and
then totallel in calculating sign area and three dimensional signs are treated-fascedadigns, such
that the total area is twice the area of the smallest triangle, rectangle or circle-orrslemvhich

can totally circumscribe the sign in the plane of it'gdat dimension;

SIGN, BILLBOARD means a large ground sign or facial wall sign which is not related to any

business on the lot or premises but does not include electronic message board signs with a total
message face of less than 15 sqiee&

SIGN, FACIAL WALL means a sign which is attached to and supported by a wall of a building;
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SIGN, GROUND means a sign supported by one or more uprights, poles or braces placed in or upon
the ground;

SIGN, ILLUMINATING means a sign that providestificial light directly, or through any
transparent or translucent material, from a source of light connected with such sign, or a sign
illuminated by a light focused, upon or chiefly directed at the surface of the sign;

SIGN, MOBILE means any sign figeto a wheel structure or designed to be moveable without
being detached from a structure or permanent base;

SIGN, NUMBER OF means a single display surface or display device containing elements
organized, related and composed to form a unit; and wheemmttisplayed in a random manner
without organized relationship or elements, or when there is reasonable doubt about the relationship
of elements, then each elements is considered to be a single sign;

SIGN, PROJECTING WALL means a sign which projectsrfrand is supported by a wall of a
building;

SIGN, ROOF means any sign erected upon, against, or directly above a roof, or on top of, or above
the parapet of a building;

SIGN, SANDWICH means a twsided Aframe style sefsupporting sign which isot permanently
affixed to the ground and designed to be moveabile;

STRATEGY means the Municipal Planning Strategy for the Town of Antigonish;
STREET means the area between the boundary lines of the publicly owneoifggdy;
STREET LINE means theividing line between a lot and a street;

STREETWALL, means a string of elements which may include buildings, landscaping, or other
objects, which gives the impression of a continuous wall along the edge of a street.

STRUCTURE means anything that is e, built or constructed of parts joined together or any
such erection fixed to or supported by the soil or by any other structure but, for the purposes of this
Bylaw, shall not include a deck or patio;

TOWN means the Town of Antigonish;

TOWNHOUSEmeans a building that is divided vertically into three or more dwelling units, each of
which has independent entrances, to a front and rear yard immediately abutting the front and rear
walls of each dwelling unit;

TRAVELED WAY means that part of a roadway access corridor provided for the movement of
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vehicles, exclusive of shoulders and auxiliary lands.

TRIPLEX DWELLING means a building that is divided horizontally into three dwelling units, each
of which has an independent entrance either directlgrough a common vestibule;

UNIT-See fAdwelling unito

VETERINARY CLINIC means a facility for the medical care and treatment of animals and includes
provisions for their overnight accommodation but does not include any outdoor facilities such as
kennelspen runs and enclosures;

VISITATION ROOM means a room in a funeral home designed and intended to be used as a focal
point for a religious ceremony;

WAREHOUSE means a building used primarily for the storage of goods and materials but does not
include a biuding designed and intended to be used to store household contents on a temporary
basis;

WAREHOUSING AND DISTRIBUTION CENTRE means a building used for the storage,
wholesaling and distribution of goods and materials;

WATERCOURSE means any lake, riveitremam, ocean or other body of water controlled or
regulated by statute;

WHOLESALE ESTABLISHMENT means a building in which commodities in quantity are offered
for sale chiefly to industrial, institutional, and commercial users or to retailers or otheramtsrch
mainly for resale of business use;

YARD means an open uncovered space on a lot appurtenant to a building (except a court) and
unoccupied by buildings except as specifically permitted elsewhere in th&@By

YARD, FLANKAGE means the side yard of@rner lot which side yard extends from the front
yard to the rear yard between the flankage lot line and the nearest main wall of any main building on
a lot;

YARD, FRONT means a yard extending between the nearest wall of any building on the lot and any
one of the following lot lines:
i) the front lot line;
i) any lot line on the same side of the lot generally parallel to the front lot line where the
front lot line is less than eighty percent of the minimum allowed for the use in the zone;
iii) any lotline which is longer than the minimum required frontage and which is on the same
side of the lot as, and generally parallel to, the front lot line;

The front yard extends across the full width of the lot. The minimum front yard' means the
minimum deptlof a front yard on a lot between the nearest wall of any building on a lot and the lot
boundaries described in subsections (i), (ii), (iii), in this definition;
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YARD, REAR means a yard extending across the full width of a lot between the rear lotditireea
nearest wall of any main building or structure on the lot; and a 'minimum'’ rear yard means the
minimum depth allowed by this Byw of a rear yard on a lot between the rear lot line and the
nearest main wall of any main building or structure oridte

YARD, REQUIRED, means the portion of a front, side or rear yard which contains the minimum
required setback from a property line to a building.

YARD, SIDE means a yard extending from the front yard to the rear yard of a lot between a side lot
line and the nearest wall of any building on the lot; and 'minimum’ side yard means the minimum
width allowed by this Bylaw of a side yard on a lot between a side lot line and the nearest main wall

of any main building on the lot;

ZONE means a designated acgdand on Schedule "A" of this Bylaw.
