• Columbus Field 
Councillor W. Cormier stated that he was approached by the Highland Society to allow a sea-
can at Columbus Field for storage use, however, the preferred location is currently zoned 
Downtown Commercial (C1).   He noted the matter was discussed with planning staff and it 
appears it would be appropriate to make changes to permit the sea-can during the Municipal 
Planning Strategy Review.

It was noted a member of the public had called Town Hall to thank Council for their financial 
support toward the new Farmer’s Market.

Mayor L. Boucher noted she had responded to a member of the public regarding the Town’s 
decision to contribute funds toward St. FX Homecoming.
