Masks are mandatory outdoors where physical distancing of 6 feet cannot be maintained.

This would apply to outdoors spaces such as the Skatepark, Racquet Courts and

Playgrounds.

group. Please allow for 6 feet of distance between you and other groups of people. Do not

Outdoor fitness, recreation business and organized clubs can operate with a maximum of

5 people who must be socially distanced.
